There is peace in total self surrender and we can do this especially at the 

Eucharist when we celebrate Jesus’ total self surrender to the Father.  We join 

ourselves to him, surrendering with him, allowing God to work in all kinds of un-

expected ways in our lives, in every detail, in every decision—no matter  

how small.
